India, Pak extend airspace

PAKISTAN ON  FRIDAY
extended the closure of its air-
space for Indian aircraft and
airlines by a month, until the
morning of June 24,according
to a fresh notice to airmen
(NOTAM) issued by the coun-
try’saviation authorities.Soon
after, India, too, issued a
NOTAM extending its ban on
Pakistaniflightsinitsairspace.

Amid escalating tensions
with India following the April
22 Pahalgam terror attack,
Pakistan on April 24 shut its

airspace to Indian aircraft and
airlines foratleastamonth.On
April 30, India, too, closed its
airspace to Pakistani aircraft
and airlines. Both NOTAMs
were set to expire on Saturday
at5:29 amIST.

On Friday, the aviation
authorities of both countries
issued NOTAMs similar to the
previous notices, shutting
their airspaces to one another
till 5:29 am IST on June 24.

The closure of the Pakistani
airspace has affected around
800 flights aweek,with carriers
facing higher operational costs
owing to longer durations,
